Naturally Resourceful.

We are resourceful and continually working
to design and build facilities and systems to
advance our commitment to waste reduction,
pollution prevention, and recycling. Some

examples include:

Gas-to-Electricity Projects at Roosevelt
Landfill and Coffin Butte Landfill

Our landfills in Roosevelt, Washington and
Corvallis, Oregon generate nearly 16 megawatts
of electricity, enough to power approximately
10,000 homes. The environmental benefit of
using this renewable energy source is equivalent
to taking 125,000 cars off of the road or planting

more than 155,000 acres of pine or fir trees.

Third and Lander Material Recycling Facility
Our state-of-the-art facility in Seattle is the
largest material recycling facility west of the
Mississippi. Each month, we process more

than 17,000 tons of recyclable materials. An
additional 6,000 tons of construction and
demolition debris are processed each month.
These materials are kept out of landfills and put
back into production, helping customers do their
part and allowing others to meet their LEED

certification standards.

Recycling—Beyond Metal, Glass and Plastic
On average, food, wood and yard waste make up
nearly one-third of the U.S. waste stream. Last
year, we diverted more than 20,000 tons of this
valuable material from northwest area landfills.
At our Process and Recovery Center facility in
Corvallis, Oregon, food waste and yard debris

is composted and used as a soil additive and the

wood waste is used to generate electricity.

Owur Fleet

Our Portland, Oregon fleet of vehicles relies
completely on cleaner burning biodiesel fuel,
reducing environmental impacts and improving
air quality in the region. Our trucks are also
equipped with timers that automatically shut
the engine off if it idles more than five minutes
and are routed for the greatest efficiency to

conserve fuel and reduce emissions.

Serving Communities

In the cities of Portland and Corvallis,
Oregon, we do much more than just provide
quality solid waste management services.

We implemented the state’s first curbside
recycling program for residents of Corvallis
in 1981. Our full time education coordinators
in Portland and Corvallis provide waste
reduction and recycling education in schools,
participate in the Oregon Green Schools
program, conduct business waste audits, make
community presentations, and participate in
local events. Each summer, our company also
pays for free city bus rides for all children in
Corvallis. The program helps get passenger
vehicles off the road, reducing air pollution,
and builds an environmentally responsible

habit among young people.
