�  Be out for collection by 7:00 am. Actual collection times may vary.
�  Be within 5 ft of main road or curb, not blocking sidewalk, driveway, mailbox, 

�  Be 2 ft apart from each other and 3 ft from obstructions such as cars, trees, 
mailboxes, etc., with cart wheels as close to the curb as possible and the 
handle facing away from the street.

Please take containers in as soon as possible after collection, but no later 
then the end of the day.

Moving: Please leave your carts behind and contact customer service at 
206-682-9735 to transfer or cancel your service. You may be billed for containers 
that are missing or that we are unable to pickup.
Driver Safety: For our driver’s safety it is prohibited to dump flammable,
hazardous, infectious, or medical waste in your garbage. Animal waste must be 
double bagged and put in your garbage, but should not exceed 10% of the total 
can volume.

Garbage: A new cart collection program available in sizes to match your needs. 

To see if 
you qualify for a discounted senior/disabled low income lifeline rate please 
contact the City of Kent at 253-856-5549.
Recycling: Every other week recycling collection is included with curbside 
garbage collection. A 32, 64 or 96 gallon cart is provided at no additional cost. 
Reduce your cost and service level for garbage by recycling more.
Yard & Food Waste: Every other week service is included at no additional cost. 
Cart sizes are 13, 32, 64, & 96 gallon. Annual cleaning of carts available provided 
at no additional cost, please call customer service at 206-682-9735 to schedule. 
Food Scraps are only allowed in Allied Waste carts. There is a small fee 
for extras.
